Travel Assistance:

Because it is difficult for so many to travel in these tough economic times, the ICT Centers are
trying to help qualified community college ICT educators attend this excellent event. MPICT will
reimburse on a first-come, first-served basis, until funds are exhausted.

T a $50 stipend for attendance to ICT educators whose community college is within 50 miles of
San Francisco,

1 a$100 stipend to ICT educators whose community college is between 50 and 100 miles of San
Francisco, and

1 reimbursement of up to $500 of reasonable* transportation and hotel costs to ICT educators
within the MPICT region whose community college is more than 100 miles from San Francisco.

The National ICT Center will reimburse reasonable* transportation and hotel costs up to $500
on a first-come, first-served basis, until funds are exhausted to ICT educators whose community
college is outside the MPICT region.

* Reasonable transportation and hotel costs are: 2-week advance purchase, economy class air
or train ticket, mileage @ $0.50/mile and hotel not more than $166 per night before taxes, two
night maximum.

Remote Conference Access:

Because travel is difficult in these economic times, and because we do not want to limit the
impact of this event to those who can physically be in a given room, even for those attending,
remote, real-time and archived asynchronous access to many of the presentation sessions will
be provided via CCC Confer, an online collaboration environment currently based on the
Elluminate platform.

From the Airport:

If flying into San Francisco International Airport (SFO), please take the BART train from near the
international terminal and avoid traffic. It costs $8.10 to the Powell Street station, much less
than a taxi (540) or shuttle ($20), and it avoids expensive and difficult city parking.

From the Oakland International Airport (OAK), there is a shuttle to BART. Then the fare is $3.80
to the Powell Street station, versus $50 for a taxi.

Trains run roughly every 20 minutes. Fares and schedules are available at www.bart.gov.

By Car:

The downtown campus is at the corner of 4™ and Mission Streets in Downtown San Francisco,
caddy corner from the Metreon Theater, and directly across the street from the northwest
corner of the 5™ and Mission Garage (www.fifthandmission.com).

From points East, cross the Oakland/San Francisco Bay Bridge, exit at Fremont Street, turn left
on Howard, right on 5%, right onto Minna Street and left into the 5" & Mission garage.

From points South, take US-101 North to San Francisco, becoming I-80 East towards Bay
Bridge/Oakland. Exit Fourth Street. Bear Left on Bryant St. Turn Left onto Third Street. Turn
Left onto Howard, right on 5" right onto Minna Street and left into the 5™ & Mission garage.
